The word Catholic is an adjective from the Greek adjective Katholikos meaning 
“General” or “Universal”. 

It was in 106AD that Ingnatius writing to the Smyrna that the term Catholic Church was first used. The term Catholic Church original belief was that all Christians are part of one Church.
The Club was founded by Catholics who wished to establish a Football Club that actively promotes the recruitment of members from the local Catholic and Non Catholic community. All members have the common belief and adhere to the Christian principles of Honesty, Friendship, Fair Play, and the promotion of Family Values.
Club Rules
1. Name

The Club shall be called Catholic United Football Club and shall be affiliated to the following:

The Essex County Football Association

The Southend Borough Football Combination

Southend Borough Combination Veterans League

Charity Competitions

The Executive Committee shall have the authority to amend these affiliations or join other affiliations or competitions if either necessary or appropriate for the well being of the Club.

The Executive committee cannot change the name of the Club but can give guidance to its members.

The Name of the Club Catholic United Football Club can only be changed or altered at an AGM or a Special AGM where two weeks notice is given and that the members vote has to be a majority in favour of change.
2. Colours
The Club colours shall be green and white hoop shirts, white shirts, and white socks. This can only be changed at an AGM.
3. Finance
a. The Executive Committee shall determine all fees appropriate to the financial well being of the Club.

b. The Executive Committee may put a stop on a player playing for this or any other Club if money is outstanding to the Club

c. The Executive Committee may in extenuating circumstances may reduce or waver the fee to a player as appropriate.
4. The President and Vice Presidents

Are elected at the Annual General Meeting and then assume a status of continuous Honorary Membership 

The Executive Committee have the power to invite any persons to become Vice Presidents of the Club
5 Officers

The officers of the Club shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting

6   The Executive Committee
A.   The Executive Committee of the Club shall consist of the following and up to a maximum of 15 persons and shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

Vice Chairperson

Honorary Treasurer

Honorary Club Secretary

Honorary Veterans Secretary

Honorary Football Director.

An ex-officio non voting Minutes Secretary to the Chairperson and Committee should be appointed by the Executive Committee

B   The Executive Committee shall have the full authority to conduct the affairs of the Club and have jurisdiction over all matters whether or not provided in the Club Rules.

C  The Executive Committee has the power to co-opt and fill any vacancies on the committee during the year. The Chairperson will arrange meetings to monitor all aspects of the Club
D  Four persons shall form a Quorum at an Executive Meeting with either the    Chairperson or Vice Chairperson must be in attendance. All are entitled to vote. Votes shall be decided by the majority. In the event of being equal the Chairperson has the casting vote.
7 Selection Committee 
The Selection Committee shall consist of

Football Director ( Elected by the Executive Committee and endorsed at the AGM)

All Team Managers

Any team player or official may be eligible if requested.

8  Sub-Committees

The elected members of the Executive Committee may form Sub Committees to help and enhance their administration.
The Executive Committee can form alternative committees if and when necessary.

The Executive Chairperson and Vice Chairperson have the right to attend any such committee meeting.

The Vice Chairman will Chair a Sub Committee.  

The Social Committee under current U.K. legislation must appoint a Welfare Officer. 
9 Members
A Catholic United Member is defined as;

An Honorary Member

An Officer to the Club

A Catholic United Football Club Player with no debts

A person who pays an annual fee

A person who sponsors the Club

A person who is up to date in payment member of our100 Club.

These persons can vote at the Annual General Meeting
10   Annual General Meetings
A. The Annual General Meeting shall be called each year before the end of June to elect Officers, The Executive Committee and the presentation and adoption of the Annual Reports and Accounts.

B. Due notice shall be given to members in writing at least 14 days prior to the meeting

C. An Agenda of the meeting shall be sent to each member at least 7 days before the meeting.

D. Each member is entitled to vote through out the meeting

E. Fifteen members shall form a quorum at the A.G.M.
